	Sample Activities


	· Demonstrate how to use a web site activity showing the navigation and what to do when it closes. Do the activity as a whole class/group before letting children have a go.

· Use control toys in the role play area and talk about how they are similar to real world devices. Discuss safe use. 

· Use the BBC safe surfing site. Use puppets to role play the parts of Dongle and the Crocodile. Watch the video clip as a class and discuss. Complete the quiz.

· Download Hector on to all computers and discuss and how when to use it.

· Use Hector’s World - lesson plans can be accessed in the learning resources section.

	Processes
	Discuss – how they use technology inside and outside school, how to use technology safely, the difference between fact and fiction,

Review – their use of software and web sites including navigation, which are good key words to use and which are not helpful, how to navigate to find specific pieces of information

Evaluate – compare their favourite images of real places and imaginary places in books and on web sites, compare resources showing real and imaginary settings, the way they found information and compare it with others, compare different web sites looking at their appearance and navigation


	Skills and techniques
	· Know the school e-safety rules and to tell an adult if someone is being unkind online

· Use favourites and navigate using home, forward and back buttons

· Know the difference between real and imaginary 

· Know the difference between contacting imaginary or real characters and people you know / don't know

· Have their work published on a web site and know that it can be seen all over the world

	Sample Activities


	· Discuss the choices pupils make and reasons for them when finding information. Discuss which choices might be helpful and which not.

· In an appropriate context, e.g. road safety, discuss why some choices might be right and wrong. 

· Use the BBC safe surfing site. Use puppets to role play the parts of Dongle and the Crocodile. Watch the video clip as a class and discuss. Complete the quiz.

· Use Hector’s World - lesson plans can be accessed in the learning resources section.

· Use the parent handout guide on Cybersmart Kids

· Use Hector’s World and print off the lesson plans and resources. Role play the stories and ask the pupils to make their own story books on keeping safe.
· Post work of the week on the school web site for parents to access and talk to children about how this is accessible to all. 

· Talk about the difference between real and imaginary and compare differences between activities online and in real life for example, bowling, sorting

· Relate e-safety rules to a story focus, for example, Three Little Pigs where the wolf is trying to get the pigs to let him in.

Assessment Activities
	· Use the bib safe surfing site and navigate through the safe surfing guide, work in pairs to make posters to show how to keep safe. Use the flash cards in the learning resources section.

· Use a web site to find information to answer a question. 

· Send an e-mail to the north pole web site about what they would like for Christmas.

· Add to a class blog or discussion list about items they might need to pack to go on a particular holiday.

· Write a shopping list of items needed to go camping and where you might go to buy the items. Discuss with the class which of these items you could buy online.



	Acceptable Use of Technology – Year 2

	Learning Outcomes


	Learners can use index and targeted key word searches to find information safely and are able to identify personal information



	Processes
	Discuss - how they use technology inside and outside school, safe use of technology, benefits and dangers of technology, what sort of key words would help you to find information most effectively and why, why some key words would not locate information

Review – different search facilities, the information provided online, their own personal information and that of other people and how to ensure they don’t share it online, the information found through their searches, 

Evaluate – the effectiveness of different methods of searching, compare their searches and information received with a friend, compare information from different sources, discuss how they could check and be sure of information,  

	Skills and techniques
	· Know how to make choices that will help keep them safe online
· Use menu, index and key word searches to find information
· Be able to identify personal information
· Publish their work on a web site and know it needs to be accurate for anyone to read
· Know that people contacted online may not be who they seem and they need permission to contact them
· Be able to identify some things that could be bought online

	Sample Activities


	· Use child safe search engines to find information on food, identify key words and their synonyms and fill in a table showing the results. 

· Use two different search engines to find information for a history topic and use the information to answer given questions. Compare the answers. 

· Discuss the difference between CD ROMs and web sites and find information about minibeasts from each.

· Read e-mails from various sources and discuss who they might be from and how the children might know. Write their own e-mail pretending to be someone else, for example, Red Riding Hood and discuss the fact that people can do this in the real world.
· Use Merlin to have an online discussion about a class issue (text, images or video) and talk about how everyone can see what each other is posting. 

· Discuss the difference between asking questions to a real person and asking questions to a person who is ‘in character’, for example, asking questions online about the Vikings from an expert or asking questions from someone pretending to be a Viking.

· Publish a story to Making the News and look at online comments that are received. Discuss the need for comments to be polite. 

· Create an All About Me profile and talk about which information is safe to share and which should be kept private.

	Sample

Assessment Activities
	· Look at the South West Grid e-safety postcards and discuss rules for keeping safe. Ask the children to design a safety card that they can keep with them when using the internet. 

· Use two different safe search sites to find information about a country to answer given questions. Identify any differences in the answers.

· E-mail some information to the class as if from a character. The information should give some detail about the character and what they look like. Ask the class to design a wanted poster of what they feel the person is like. This could be contrasted with e-mailed information about a teacher in the school.

· Discuss the sorts of things you can buy on line. Ask the children to write questions in pairs that they could ask their parents about things they might have purchased online. Ask pupils to complete a survey at home of what their parents have bought online and then discuss back in class.

	Learning Outcome

	Learners can find information using appropriate key word searches, compare it for accuracy and explain how to keep safe when searching and communicating online



	Processes
	Discuss - how they use technology outside school including the web sites they might visit, how to keep safe in school and outside school, what information they need and how they can find it, what key words to use to find specific information,

Review – How easily they were able to locate content on web sites, how to get the best results using search engines, different key words used and web site sources used and compare the information located 

Evaluate - Content on web sites for accuracy and dates, elements on a web page, the audience the web site is aimed at, compare with other sources such as books


	Skills and techniques
	· Learners know how to keep personal information safe
· Learners know how to make safe choices when working online including concerning under age use of sites

· Learners use characteristics of a site that support finding information and identify appropriate key words for searching

· Know that information on a web site may not be accurate

· Know that you can buy things online and should have permission before doing this

· Communicate online and know how to keep safe when doing this

	Sample Activities


	· Send the children made up e-mails purporting to be from historical characters and ask them to guess who they are from, how did they know? What dangers does this highlight? Discuss the sort of information they should keep to themselves. Ask the pupils to identify an e-mail alias and write an e-mail to someone else in the class. Check each others e-mails to ensure that they can not be recognised.

· Discuss the SMART rules and create a poster showing the SMART rules to display by the school / home computer. 
· Use the web quest on Vasco Nurex on All About Explorers.
· Discuss what children would do in response to given online scenarios, for example, being asked for your name, offered a present or invited to a party.


	Sample

Assessment Activities
	· Discuss keeping safe online and ask the children to work in pairs to create their own set of rules on keeping safe. Ask them to create a cartoon strip to illustrate one of their rules.

· Use the web quest on Samuel de Champlan on All About Explorers.

· Provide the children with information about a character through a discussion forum or an e-mail. Give them a print out of the information and ask them to highlight the personal information provided. 
· Ask the children to find the prices of some food items for a party using two different supermarket web sites and identify which would be the cheapest to use to buy the items. 



	Acceptable Use of Technology – Year 4

	Learning Outcome
	Learners will identify the benefits and dangers of internet use and some ways to check that online content and contacts are safe

	Processes
	Discuss - how they use technology outside school including the web sites they might visit and use of mobile phones, what they do to keep safe, how to ensure they can’t be identified on-line by anyone but friends

Review – location of content, their strategies for keeping safe, their choices made online

Evaluate – web site content for accuracy and reliability, compare two sources of information of information, evaluate content for the effect on the audience

	Skills and techniques
	· Know that filtering systems have limitations and that they need to search safely
· Know how to identify personal information relating to others and keep it safe

· Check online sources against printed sources and identify some reasons why people might publish content that is not accurate
· Be able to describe some ways that people can re use published content on web sites
· Know some ways to identify trusted web sites

· Describe how to stay safe when contacting people on line including reporting and protecting personal information

· Know that sites may be published to make money and identify advertising on web pages

	Sample Activities


	· Compare the different presentation features of a web site and newspaper including use of links, incorporation of sound. Know how to tell a ‘real’ newspaper article (from a national organisation) from a created one, discuss how to tell the difference in relation to web pages and why this is important. Compare two web sites – a national site such as BBC and a personal home page. Talk about how they are different. Describe the house style of the sites and the presentation techniques and how this might affect the audience.
· Create an internet safety poster highlighting some of the benefits, risks and how to stay safe

· Internet Proficiency Scheme – Lesson 2 and 5 could be adapted and used
· Create their own password questions with friends to use at the start of e-mail messages so that they can check they are contacting people they know. Send e-mails to friends using these. 

· Use the web quests on Vasco Nurex and Samuel de Champlan on All About Explorers.
· Investigate a list of trusted sites to use and how to recognise them including what .co, .com, .org, .gov mean.

	Sample

Assessment Activities
	· Discuss how to keep safe online. Ask children to work in groups write a script for an information film about keeping safe. Ask them to film it. Share the films and discuss the merits of each. 

· Discuss questions which could be used to find out about a historical character. Ask learners to find topic related information, for example, about a historical character, using three different web sites. Ask them to identify which of the web sites provides them with the answers to most of their questions. Compare their results with others.

· Ask pupils to work through the activity on naming yourself on KnowITAll and discuss what they find out about the best type of online nickname. Ask them to identify their own online nickname and write about themselves trying to keep their personal information to themselves. Put the writing on display and ask pupils if they can match writing to class members. 
· Look at some examples of advertising including online and discuss their characteristics. Ask pupils to design their own advert about something they would like to buy and publish it on Making the News. Ask pupils to review each others and identify which might make them want to buy the product and why.

Evaluate – their own use of technology identifying any potential risks, compare their strategies with those of friends

	Skills and techniques
	· Know to look for safety information on sites, respect the terms and conditions and how to use facilities to report abuse
· Know how to search effectively through skimming, refining searches and using advanced features of search engines
· Evaluate the content of a web page to identify unreliable, out of date and potentially biased information
· Know about copyright and plagiarism and that there may be limitations on how information can be used.
· Know how to protect their own and others online identity
· Know about possible charges that can be incurred using online resources including downloads and mobile use

	Sample Activities


	· Investigate the authors of web sites and identify a list of ‘trusted’ information sources and contrast this with other examples.

· Check information from a web site against a book source / other web sites

· Evaluate the content of a web page considering who has published it, where is originally comes from, copyright issues, whether it is up to date, easy to read and understand, whether it presents a one-sided point of view, whether it provides all information required.

· Use the web quests on Chris Columbus, Francis Drake, Vasco de GAma and John Cabot on All About Explorers.
· Investigate the ways that different search engines organise information, for example, by categories, keywords or sponsored sites. 

· Evaluate the content of a web page / site and identify possible unreliable information including that which is out of date or biased. 

· Think about the purposes and characteristics of information and be able to describe the possible impact of published work on an audience and discuss how sites might be designed to persuade and influence. 

	Sample

Assessment Activities
	· Discuss keeping safe online and ask learners to create an information sheet on how to stay safe online. Ask them to identify the main points through highlighting and then publish these on Making the News or the school web site / learning platform. 
· Ask learners to look at a given printed online article. Ask them to work in pairs to identify and highlight the main facts that are included in the article. Ask them to use search engines and specific searches to find sites where the information is either corroborated or refuted. 

· Provide some examples of online messages and ask the children to discuss in pairs how they would respond to them. Ask them to work in pairs to write a response that ensures that protects their personal information. Post the messages on an online bulletin board or blog and ask other learners to evaluate the messages.
· Ask learners to investigate sites to plan their perfect holiday. Ask them to work out the prices of the flight and accommodation using two different sites and identify which would be cheapest.

	Learners are able to identify the advantages and dangers of using the internet and communicating online and be able to describe how to stay safe

	Processes
	Discuss - how they use technology outside school including the web sites they might visit and use of mobile phones, purposes of web sites including audience they are aimed at, commercial interests of web sites including advertising,

Review - strategies for keeping safe, possible dangers and benefits of a wide range of technology and web sources,

Evaluate - their own use of technology identifying any potential risks, compare their strategies with those of friends, the quality and accuracy of information found, possible source for the information and whether it is likely to be a trusted source


	Skills and techniques
	· Know how to keep their identity private including through privacy features of social networking sites

· Use information about how search engines work to choose an appropriate tool to find information

· Know that information can be used to promote viewpoints, persuade and influence and be able to critically evaluate web content and validate information

· Know about the possible moral, legal and financial consequences linked to copyright and plagiarism

· Know the potential risks of mobile phone use and how to minimise them  

· Know how to choose an appropriate search tool to search effectively and safely and to validate findings and evaluate them for unreliability and bias

· Know that services can incur different levels of charging and be aware of possible implications of incentives being offered

	Sample Activities


	· Identify elements on web pages including advertising. 
· Plan their own web page and create a diagram showing the links and content.

· Complete a chart showing what might happen to a piece of  content uploaded to the web, who / where it might be downloaded, and the possible consequences, for example, of parents seeing it, 
· Use the web quests on Chris Columbus, Francis Drake, Vasco de Gama and John Cabot on All About Explorers.
· Compare the results of using different search engines for the same search and identify the advantages and risks of these.
· Produce a poster highlighting the advantages and dangers of communicating online (e-mail, chat rooms, mobile phone, etc) and how to stay safe 

· Investigate the purposes of different types of online collaboration and communication sites and the associated risks.


	Sample

Assessment Activities
	· Look at some examples of online messages and they type of language used and identify which are well written to ensure that people receiving them are not upset. Discuss bullying and how it can also happen online. Watch the Digizen Cyberbullying video and discuss how they might feel and what they could do if it happened to them. Create a poster about cyber-bullying, what to do to prevent it and what to do if it happens to you.
· Compare the safety information on two web sites discussing the terms and conditions and the possible implications.

· Ask learners to work in pairs using a piece of text printed from a web site to highlight parts that could be facts in one colour and those that could be opinion. Ask them to note down the search key words they will use and then check the facts using search engines to find the information. The idea will be to use key words that are really specific so that they get a return first time. Ask the pair to rewrite part of the text using any replaced facts and their own opinions and upload these to a web site or learning platform for other to comment on.
· Use a blog or discussion forum to share information that learners find on keeping safe from different web sites and how to keep their own personal information to themselves.
· Ask learners to identify some online advertising from given sites and discuss the characteristics of the best adverts. Ask them to identify a product to advertise in pairs and work to create a podcasted advert to go on a web site. Upload them to Making the News and ask them to comment on each others.
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
