E-safety Section

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E-safety in the New Ofsted Framework

The new Ofsted framework puts increased emphasis on bullying, including cyberbullying. 

A planning template linked to the new Ofsted framework has been devised to support schools with self-evaluation and identifying any areas for development. This has a section on behaviour and safety and includes possible areas of activity that could involve e-safety as well as possible sources of evidence. The key questions included in the template are designed to help schools identify areas for development:

· Are all staff aware of the acceptable use policy? 
· Do all staff know what to do if there is a problem? 

· How do you know that systems for reporting are working and being applied consistently? 

· Are staff aware of any school e-safety issues and what is being done to address them?

· Are incidences of bullying, including cyber-bullying, decreasing? What impact have sanctions had on behaviour?

· What are the views of pupils and parents on behaviour and how are any issues being addressed?

· How well do pupils understand the risks of technology and how to keep themselves and others safe?  

· How are parents made aware of e-safety issues?

Safer Internet Day 2012 - Tuesday 7th  February 2012

Safer Internet Day will take place next year on Tuesday 7th February 2012. The theme is ‘Connecting generations and educating each other’ and the slogan is "Discover the digital world together…safely!" The topic looks at the reach of the online world across generations and cultures and encourages families to work together to stay safe online. Whatever their age and experience, everyone can contribute towards shaping online experiences and developing understanding of online safety.

Safer Internet Day is organised by the Insafe network to promote safer and more responsible use of online technology and mobile internet, especially amongst children and young people across the world. Each year hundreds of events are organised to raise awareness [image: image1.png]A

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E-safety Award

South Gloucestershire staff have developed an e-safety award that can be completed by young people in school or at youth clubs. The purpose of the award is to recognise the work that young people are already doing through taught activity. Work that young people do at home can also be counted and accredited through completing the learning log of activity. Some of the suggested activities are specifically designed to encourage young people to discuss issues with parents or produce resource such as posters that can then be shared with parents. There is a list of suggested activities linked to personal development, skills based learning and issues based learning. Alternatively teachers can add in alternative activities that they are planning to do as part of normal teaching to count towards the award.

Vital News

Vital have now set up an e-safety portal with the intention of providing a "one stop shop" to the latest news, links and resources covering the topic of e-safety. The portal is for all primary, secondary and post-16 educators.
Content is updated in line with national e-safety, so that there is always something new to read. 

There is also a bank of "Top Tips" for Vital users, such as links to a Safeguarding App for the iPhone and Android phones, and a guide to the CBBC Tracy Beaker "You Choose" videos for KS2 and KS3 pupils.  

The portal can be tried out for free for 30 days and there is a subscription charge of £5 to join. Other portals are also available and all can be accessed here.
