360 Degree Safe Wins a BETT Award!
We have previously recommended that you use the South West Grid online self-evaluation tool for e-safety.  It is a free tool which allows schools to review their e-safety provision, benchmark it against other schools and to develop an action plan for improvement. There are four strands to review and it works in a similar way to the Becta self-review framework. You can register to use the tool at http://www.360safe.org.uk/. 
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South West Grid for Learning have reason to celebrate as 360  Degree Safe won a BETT 2011 Award for Leadership and Management Solutions.  The BETT Awards recognise outstanding educational products and learning solutions and are seen as highly prestigious.
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The BETT Award judges recognised the quality and effectiveness of the 360 degree safe resource which is provided to schools.
Judges comments identified in the BETT award guide were:

The judges found this to be an incredibly powerful tool that offers schools a process for identifying strengths and weaknesses in their e-safety provision. Offering immediate feedback, the system helps leaders and practitioners to continually improve. The tool also provides examples of good practice and expert opinion. This, along with the action plan allows school leaders to make informed decisions.
The judges chose the entry for the following reasons that are also listed on the BETT award guide:

It was “clear winner” by the fact that it engages the school community in the whole process around this important issue. This is an excellent way for schools to move forward. It is free, comprehensive, easy to use and developed clearly with users in mind. 
The resources and advice that is available is good and saves time.
E-safety mark assessor training has taken place and Jamie Woodworth, Deb Ferris and Jo Briscombe have been accredited as assessors for the e-safety mark. 
BETT Speech 
Tim Loughton, MP (Parliamentary Under-Secretary of State for Children and Families), addressed education leaders at the BETT show on the subject of the importance of technology. He focused on the need to look at addressing risks as well as emphasising the benefits of technology. He referenced the work of Dr Tanya Byron and her argument that technology offers more opportunity than risk. He also highlighted the importance of all including government, industry, schools and parents to take on responsibility to stamp out abuse. To quote 
‘it means parents reporting abuse; it means teachers alerting education technology providers to any potential risks; it means those in industry reacting quickly and decisively to protect children; and – finally – it means Government creating the conditions where all of these things can happen effectively.’
He also highlighted the need for education leaders to have the final say over what technology they use, and when they use it and that schools should make procurement decisions that are based on a detailed knowledge of their own pupils - and be ready to draw up their own wish list of technologies that will inspire young people. Safer Internet Centre

The new UK Safer Internet Centre is bought to you by Childnet, SWGfL and IWF and is co funded by the European Commission. A new web site has been developed and can be accessed at  www.saferinternet.org.uk. It hosts a range of information on internet safety, as well as the new teaching resources designed for schools to use for Safer Internet Day. The website is the portal for UK Safer Internet Day information and shows the activities and events that are happening across the UK to promote Safer Internet Day.

Activities organised by the new centre for Safer Internet Day include a ‘12 hour interactive radio programme broadcast globally and hosted by Russell Prue. 



The broadcast will take place on Safer Internet Day from 9am to 9pm (GMT); broadcasting over the Internet and around the world.  Included throughout the day will be the latest online safety news reports as well as aspects such as a school assembly. Using radio is an easy way to listen, all you need is an internet connection to get involved. You can get involved using phone, IM, TXT and e-mail
The marathon programme will feature Internet Safety News on the hour every hour. It will feature advice and guidance on The Internet at School, Young Web Users, the Tweens (11s-12s), a Special Teenage Hour, Tea Time Tricks, Mobile Internet and a Prime Time live Phone-in planned especially for Parents. The aim is to provide real, sensible advice from experts throughout the day and to encourage listeners to engage with the show and take part through the phone, texting, tweeting and emails. 
There will also be a Young Peoples’ symposium hosted by Childnet which will bring together 40 teens from across the UK to explore their online habits and needs, and to gather their thoughts on the creation of educational campaign ideas in a Dragon's Den theme activity. Youth teams will be paired  with industry experts. 
The banners for Safer Internet Day are available on the site and can be downloaded and used to help promote and show support for the Day. There is also some text available that can be used and adapted for inclusion in school newsletters and intranets to help explain what is happening on Safer Internet Day. Becta E-safety Functions

In November Becta announced their functions that are transferring to the Department for Education (DfE). The provision of advice to policy leads and to Ministers on  e-safety, and the promotion of e-safety issues and effective strategies is a function of Becta that is being transferred. 
Digizen Film and Game 
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You may be familiar with the Digizen film for secondary called 'Lets fight it together'. This short film depicts the story of a teenager who becomes the target of bullying via the internet and his mobile phone. There is a Teachers Guide, designed to help you make the most of the resource, as well as support materials.

South West Grid E-safety Conferences
Plans are under way for the Regional ICT Conference on 5th July. The event will include several seminars linked to e-safety. Sessions will include:
· Case studies of successful use of 360 degree safe

· Focus on resources to support the primary teaching

· Social networking risks to students, what schools can do to support them and a school case study of effective practice.

South Gloucestershire Primary Acceptable Use Scheme of Work Update

We are currently in the process of updating the South Gloucestershire primary scheme of work for acceptable use of ICT. The scheme of work, covering year groups reception to year 6, will be accompanied by an APP type assessment grid. The revised scheme will be published on the website on 11th February.

Little Gossip Web Site

There have been a number of complaints to CEOP about the website Little Gossip. CEOP believe the site is often used as a platform for cyberbullying and the posting of harmful content by users. They are currently working to advise those who run the site on how they can better protect their users. 

CEOP recommend that young people do not use this website as they are likely to witness harmful content or experience cyberbullying. If you are aware of any issues about this site please contact CEOP about this.

Free Resource – Web 2.0 Project Book
Terry Freedman has compiled a free ebook of 87 projects involving Web 2.0 applications from classrooms around the world. It is called the Amazing Web 2.0 Project Book.
