	ICT Skills Teaching

· Communicating - Photography – cropping/editing photographs of the area, creating advertisements for local events, 
· Data handling – traffic and pedestrian surveys to make recommendations for changes to traffic and crossings, create and use a data base to sort plants, animals, buildings in the local area
· Data logging – collecting and analysing data to compare conditions in different areas
· Modelling - Spreadsheets/Graphs showing cost comparisons of shops in the local area
· Control - take photographs of a route and ask for them to be sequenced.
	ICT Supporting Subjects

· Science – comparing habitats using datalogging → Minibeasts, photographing different habitats and comparing them, matching descriptions to photographs, use time lapse photography to record evaporation from a puddle, cloud movements or changes to plant life 
· Geography – surveys of traffic to investigate the need for a crossing, weather surveys to investigate the need for more shelters, take photographs of the area and hyperlink them to positions on maps, use Google Earth to identify differences between rural/urban areas
· Literacy  –  letter to Council or governors feeding   back on recommendations from data collected 
· Numeracy – photographing shapes, pattern and symmetry in nature and in buildings 
· Art - photograph (pattern in the environment Andrew Goldsworthy


	Resources

· Use Photostory or Movie Maker to create a tour of the local facilities
· Make sound recordings from different areas for people to identify
· Data logging to compare environmental conditions
· Use cameras to create a photomontage of the area or take photographs from unusual angles for people to identify 
· Data package – Excel, 2 simple

· GPS – Google Earth

· Use a digital microscope to look at plants and materials in the area and compare them
· Plan a Park – Northampton Grid for learning.

	Using the Environment

· Speaking and listening – recording and listening to sounds to identify what we can hear in our local environment
· Walk a route in the area and create a map of the route, using recorded sound, photographs and description

· Send out roving reporters to collect local news stories using a digital microphone and edit them to create a podcast or radio show
· Interview local characters about their job, role in the community or how things have changed and use them to create a podcast / radio show
