	An ‘Our Place ‘ in Merlin was set up under the infants school Merlin area.   The site was developed so that both the infants and the Juniors would have access to the area.  

Children were placed in groups, 2 children from each school and the groups were given names.  The children were matched with children from the class they would be going up to.  Two class blogs were created and the children could leave messages for the children in their group, telling them about themselves and asking questions about each others school.  The posts in the blog had permissions set so only the children belonging to that group could leave messages, as this was a targeted activity.  There was also a general discussion area set up, where all children could contribute.  

Two other areas were set up,  a page for infants and a page for juniors, with the intention that each class could upload pictures and work they had done, about a their respective schools.

	The children in year 2 were excited about the prospect of being able to share information with children in the feeder junior school.  

Due to changes in the ICT set up in the junior school, they were not able to fulfil their part of the project.

During the course of the next year it is the intention to further develop the site and perhaps carry out a joint project earlier in the year where Merlin can be used to share information and develop a joint way of working.
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
