Theme Planning Sheet – Terrible Triffids (plants)
	ICT Skills Teaching

· Communicating – stop frame animation showing the growth of a plant, add labels and descriptions to an image of a plant using software, Animation of a Triffid story, photostory – add labels to plants, create leaflets to display information about plants, create a podcast / radio broadcast about problems with Triffids, create photographs using perspective and angle to make plants look larger
· Data handling – investigate where plants grow quickest by measuring and recording growth in different places and analysing, use images of plants to create a branching database to identify and sort plants, sort images of plants, fruits and parts of plants, create and analyse database of Triffid types
· Research – find out the characteristics of different plants, use of internet to and refining search choices to find information about Triffids.

· Modelling – use a spreadsheet to work out weights, quantities and costs of fruit required for snacks / recipes for different numbers of children, investigate simulations of plant growth,

	ICT Supporting Subjects

· Science - time lapse photography on seeds/plants growth, using a data logger to monitor conditions in areas where plants grow well / not well to compare, plant hunt - provide images of plants for children to search for in the school grounds or on a visit, 
· Maths –  take pictures of flowers, plants and leaves and sort them by shape and colour, use as a source for Venn and Carroll diagrams, look at recipes using fruit and vegetables and work out amounts needed to cook different quantities using a spreadsheet

· Art – Achimboldo, create pictures using vegetables and fruit and photograph the results to share in an online gallery, use a paint package to design or adapt their own Triffid – this could be using imported pictures of plants
· Literacy - use parts of film Day of the Triffids, pupils  create own Day of the Triffids storyboards and write captions eg using Photo Story 


	Resources

· Use a digital microscope to look closely at plants prior to art and to identify parts of plant (veins etc) for science

· Use a digital camera or web cam to share and compare images of different plants on the whiteboard 

· Use a web camera attached to the white board to show the parts of a plant or fruit

	Using the Environment

· Gardening – creating an instructional video of how to plant and care for seedlings
· Taking photographs of how plants in the school grounds change and comparing them over time


	Extending Learning Opportunities and Clubs

· Complete a garden study as part of homework and add the results to a class wiki

	Visits and Trips

· Westonbirt Arboretum
· Visit a nursery / garden centre – focus on identifying plants, looking after plants and plant growth. Take images to use in school or to incorporate in leaflets / promotional material about the place. 

	School Events and Shows 

· Easi-speak microphone to record Triffid sounds
· Create a dance of the Triffids - film dances and evaluate 
· Use a spreadsheet to work out quantity, cost and profit of ingredients to make fruit juice or fruit salad to sell at an event


	Social Networking Opportunities

· Share research on different plants using a wiki to create a class information source on plant data and plant features
· Podcast a news Flash about Triffids 

· Keep a blog – of events following invasion of the Trifiids.


	Seasonal Activities

· Harvest – photomontage of donations for the web site, modelling to calculate how many people donations will feed
· Create a photocollage using plant photographs taken during different seasons
