Click on the page to deselect

· Click on the Earth to listen to your voice information

· Add a title to your page (make it a light colour)
· Put an appropriate coloured background on the page 

(Tools>Looks>Background>Paper Colour)

· Press ‘F5’ key and view your page

· Save the page

Activity 2   Animation
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· Open Textease Studio CT file you have just developed
· Click on the ‘Toolbar control’ button

· Put the ‘Additional’ and ‘Graphics’ tools on the button bar

· Click on the Resources Bank at the top level and top level and type in ‘Moon’

· Click on ‘Search’
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Drag out onto the page a graphic of the Moon

· Close the ‘Resource Bank’

· Select and resize the graphic so that the Earth and Moon are together on the page

· Right hand click on the ‘Polygon tool’ and drag out the circle

· Select circle and ‘flip it’ by dragging a corner over right to left

· Position the circle with the sun in the middle and resize to fit page
· Place the moon on the edge of the circle
· The circle will be the Moon’s orbit
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Left hand click on the ‘Moon’ ( it becomes selected), right hand click on the ‘orbit line’/circle
· With both items selected click on the ‘Link’ icon on the ‘Additional’ toolbar and select the ‘Animation’ tab

· Click in the box next to ‘Follow over’ and change the time to 29

· Close the ‘Links’ window

· Select the orbit line

· Click on the word ‘Tools’ and then ‘Lower’

· To remove the line/circle colour, click on it to select it and go to the ‘Effects’ button
· In the ‘Graphics effects’ dialogue box select ‘Fill colour’ and ‘black’
· The line/circle will disappear blending in with the background
· Close the ‘Text effects’ window
· Save the file

Activity 3 Hide and reveal

· Open the TSCT file 
· Double click on the text you have written so that it does become selected

· On the  ‘Additional’ toolbar click on the ‘Links’ button

· Click on the ‘Hide/Show’ tab

· Place a tick in the box next to ‘Show when over’

· Close the ‘Links’ window

· Deselect text and see the effect when you ‘mouse over’ the word/space
· Repeat the above activity in reverse for the word ‘reveal’ using the ‘show when over function’
· Experiment with the  ‘Hide and show on click for ?seconds’

Activity 4 Adding Video
· Click on the ‘Resource Bank’
· Navigate to the desktop

· Find the ‘space shuttle’  file

· Drag and drop it onto the Textease page

· Resize and reposition

Activity 5 Building a multi-modal book

· Open a folder on your desktop or in your shared area

· Name it ‘Egyptians’

· Open Textease CT

· Click on the ‘Toolbar Control’ button and select the ‘Additional Toolbar’

Creating the Title Page

· Title the page

· Select the text and size, colour and position it

· Add four Egyptian graphics to the page

· Size and position them on the page

· Save the page in the folder as ‘egypt title’

· Close the page

Creating the first linking page

· Open a new Textease page

· Click on  ‘Toolbar Control’

· Select the ‘Additional’ toolbar

· Close the ‘Toolbar Control’ window

· Click on the  ‘Resource Bank’

· Open the ‘Buttons’ folder

· Drag out a ‘back arrow’

· Position at bottom left of the page

· Select the arrow

· Click on the ‘Link’ button

· Select the ‘File’ tab  and browse for the title page file to link to 

· Close down the ‘Links’ window

· Deselect the arrow

· Click on ‘Tools’ > ‘Looks’ > ‘Viewer’ and remove the tick from ‘Vertical scroll’ ( your page is now WYSIWYG)

· Save the page as ‘e1’

The page should still be open so now resave as ‘e2’ and then ‘e3’ and then ‘e4’

· Close the page

In your ‘Egyptians’ folder there should now be the title page ‘egypt title’ and 4 other pages ( ‘e1’, ‘e2’, ‘e3’, ‘e4’)

· Open the title page

· Select the first graphic

· Click on the ‘Link’ button

· Select the ‘File’ tab  and browse for page ‘e1’ to link to 

· Close down the ‘Links’ window

· Resave the title page

· Clicking on the graphic will now take you to the blank page ‘e1’

· This can now be titled and text, graphics, sound, video and animation added

· Clicking on the back arrow will take you back to the title page

Creating other linking pages

· Open the title page

· Select the second graphic

· Click on the ‘Link’ button

· Select the ‘File’ tab  and browse for page ‘e2’ to link to 

· Close down the ‘Links’ window

· Resave the title page

· Clicking on the graphic will now take you to the blank page ‘e2’

· This can now be titled and text, graphics, sound, video and animation added

· Clicking on the back arrow will take you back to the title page

This can now be repeated for pages ‘e3’ and ‘e4’
