Safer Working Practice
Please use the links below to find a guidance document on safer working practice which you are encouraged to read.

Safeguarding the welfare of pupils is an important and high profile aspect of a school’s responsibility and is an integral part of your role as a teacher.  However, it is also important that teachers and other adults in schools are aware of the relevant professional boundaries and do not put themselves in situations, no matter how well intentioned, in which they may become the subject of allegations for improper behaviour.

This document was originally produced by a national team of education professionals involved in dealing with allegations against staff and is intended to be supportive of those working in schools and other settings.  Its content was fully supported by the professional associations and trade unions.
South Gloucestershire has encouraged schools to use this guidance document for induction, training and discussion at school level and it may already have been brought to your attention.  The document sets out many general principles to consider in your engagement with pupils but there will often be more specific information or policies that apply in your own school.  Do ask your induction tutor or colleagues questions about any relevant points.
