	Subject
	First Half -Term
	Second Half-Term

	Literacy
	Shakespeare, the Globe Theatre and Macbeth. Children will research and prepare written presentation on Shakespeare and the Globe Theatre. They will then study Macbeth in a variety of formats, including drama, focusing on the characters and plots. As a final activity they will create a persuasive text in the form of a theatre flyer about the play.
	Focus on narrative texts, short stories conveying suspense, story openings gripping a reader and use of dialogue to develop characters.

	Numeracy
	Number – decimals, fractions, brackets and ordering.  Ratio and proportion. Algebra – equations and formulae. Shape, space and measures – symmetry, properties of triangles and quadrilaterals. Measuring angles, constructing simple nets of 3D shapes, calculating surface area of cubes and cuboids. Making and justifying estimates / approximations.

Place value, multiples, factors, co-ordinates, graphs, representing data using ICT, bar and line graphs, frequency diagrams, pie charts.

	Science
	Materials 2. Looking at temperature in relation to humans. Debate on Biofuel v Fossil Fuel. Acids and Alkalis.
	This unit covers forces and its relationship with linear rotation, rotation, pressure, energy resources, speed, distance and time.

	ICT
	Souper Lunch – This unit supports work in this term’s Design and Technology unit which focuses on exploring soup recipes and making a vegetable soup. Pupils prepare questionnaires to collect appropriate information to answer questions about people’s preferences. Spreadsheets are used to analyse information, cost ingredients (in conjunction with internet shopping sites) and change ingredients required for different quantities/servings. Take control! - Go Control software is used to write programs to make things happen. Programs are developed, tested, refined and evaluated by running them with animated Aces, which cover a wide variety of control and monitoring scenarios. The use of procedures and the running of more than one program simultaneously enables more sophisticated projects to be included. 

	History
	The children will continue with their study of England in the Medieval Period. In particular, the development of castles, with a visit to Corfe Castle.

	Geography
	A detailed study of earthquakes and volcanoes. The children will learn about basic plate tectonics and look at the Pacific Ring Of Fire. They will look at how different countries and economies cope with the threat and aftermath of volcanoes and earthquakes.

	RE
	Ultimate Questions - This unit provides children with an opportunity for discussion as they ask questions about and investigate how some religious believers discover the existence of God through experience. 

	Art
	Children will complete a wire sculpture of a person in movement in the style of Giacometti. Masks – the children investigate costume and masks as worn by people in different times and cultures. They use this as a starting point for designing and making a mask for a character / mood using a range of materials. 

	PE 
	 Rock ‘n’ Roll dance.
	Sequences of balance, movement and flight using apparatus.

	Games
	Rugby, hockey, soccer, fitness, netball and volleyball:- attack and defence + developing knowledge of rules. 

	DT
	Food technology – ‘Soup It Up’. The children will be asked to develop a recipe for a warming winter soup and will market their final product by creating a recipe sheet and an appropriate package.

	Music
	Film Music/Music for a purpose – Children will explore further and in much detail the relationship between music composed and its intended effect. For example they will look at Impressionist composers/music, a variety of clips from films and consider how the music reflects the drama. The children will explore the musical devices used to create tension and release, ie use of major, minor, chromatic scales and different types of chords (including discords and chord clusters). The pupils will create their own music to go with a film clip ensuring it creates the intended effect.

	Speaking, listening, reading and writing skills will be developed within the context of the story of ‘Le Ballon Rouge’ and then ‘School Life’. The children will begin to conjugate common and regular verbs and describe their likes and dislikes.
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
