Keevil World Cup Fantasy Football
Rules:
You have 100 Million to spend on 15 players: You must choose 1 keeper, 4 defenders, 4 midfielders and 2 strikers. You must also choose 1 sub keeper, 1 sub defender, 1 sub midfielder and 1 sub striker.

Teams must be finalised by the end of school on Thursday 10th June.

Each game will be scored centrally by hired boffins in Autumn Class at Keevil School. The scores for each game will be posted at school and onto Merlin. They will also be emailed to other schools taking part.

It is the your responsibility to find out how your player has performed in a game. For example if you have Rooney in your side, you will need to check his score after each England game and add it to your entry form. We might take a little longer posting scores for weekend games.

If all of your starting 11 play in a game round then substitutions will not be used. However if a player does not playt then you must replace him with your equivalent sub. For example if Ashley Cole does not play against USA, then you will get points for your sub defender.

If your sub defender does not play, your other subs can come into play. So you can not choose your subs, you must then play them in the order- striker, midfielder and finally defender.You can only replace keepers with keepers.

Transfers. After round 2 each team can make 5 transfers before the quarter finals. There is a break of a few days before the quarter finals so your new squads will need to be submitted at a date to be confirmed. Your 15 players will still need to come in at 100 million pounds or less.  
You may only choose 3 players from any one country.

Subs who come on during normal time and play some part of extra time will get 2 points.
