Gifted, More Able and Talented Pupils – possible questions for governors to ask
· Do we have a policy and is it in line with the LA policy and the DCSF good practice guidance?

· Who is our gifted and talented pupil co-ordinator /leading teacher?

· Do they attend the local network meetings and how do they link with others?

· Do we have a link governor for gifted, more able and talented pupils?

· How do we seek to cater for the needs of gifted, more able and talented pupils?

· Do we allocate funding for resources and time and opportunities?

· How are we using the designated schools grant to support these pupils?

· Is our gifted, more able and talented pupil register updated and how does it relate to our school population?

· What % are identified as gifted and talented on the school’s annual census?

· Is the school using the DSCF self-evaluation tool Institutional Quality Standard’? If so, at what stage does the school evaluate provision to be at and what actions are planned as a result of the self-evaluation?

· How do we challenge the progress of pupils who achieved well in the last key stage i.e. who got level 3 at the end of KS1, level 5 at the end of KS2 or level 7 at the end of KS3?

· How do our results at level 3, 5,7, or  GCSE at A and A* compare with other schools? 

· Should our results be higher? 

· Are some of our pupils underachieving? Are any groups of pupils underachieving?  For example, those entitled to free school meals.

· What are we doing about underachievement?
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
