Getting Started

The GPS set needs to be fully charged, by plugging it into a computer, before it is used. It’s vital that you plug in the lead the right way up (the white UP arrow pointing up and the sticker pointing down), otherwise you might break your GPS.

When it is charged, turn it on by holding the button down for 1.5 seconds; the blue light will appear briefly.

Recording a Journey

It will take a little while for your GPS to connect to satellites. It finds it easiest to do this outside, away from tall buildings. When it has connected, the blue and red lights will flash together. It can be quite difficult to see this, so if it doesn’t appear after 2 – 3 minutes I suggest you start your journey.

During the journey, the GPS will be happiest if it is in a hand or attached to handlebars, rather than in a bag or pocket. In a vehicle, a good place to put it is on the dashboard in front of the window. It might appear that it has turned off. Don’t worry – as long as it has enough charge it has not.

During your journey, take photographs with your mobile phone or digital camera. The camera will have time information which will be used to map the picture to where you are.

At the end of the journey, hold the button down for 1.5 seconds; the red light will flash as the GPS turns off.

Downloading to your computer

Plug in your GPS set to the computer with the USB lead. Open the @Trip PC software. The software will recognise that your set is plugged in and guide you to downloading the data for your journey. If it does not, you can tell it to download the data by clicking on the Import GPS Track [image: image12.jpg]


 button at the top left. You will be asked to name your track and to choose a template for viewing it. I suggest the Sporting one, as that will give you information about speed and altitude as well as drawing graphs, such as your speed over time.

You will see the Google satellite image of where your journey was as well as a line showing where you went. If you press the Play button on the controls [image: image2.png]


, a little car will move along your route. Your route will be saved on your computer automatically.

Trip Composer
To edit how your route looks and to add photos, click on the Edit Trip button [image: image3.png]


. This opens a new Trip Composer window.

If you want to add photos to your trip, they have to have been downloaded to your computer. In the Trip Composer, choose Import Photo [image: image4.png]


 to add photos to your trip. You will be asked to select your time zone. It’s really important to choose the same one as you did when you imported the track. Browse to find your photos and click Add. The software will probably put them in the right place automatically. If not, you can click and drag them. 

If the software does not know where to put your photos, or if they were not taken on the trip, you can place them on the map yourself. Click on the Locate Photos [image: image5.png]


 button. Choosing the time will help the software put them on the map; if they are in the wrong place, click and drag them.

Other things you can do in the Trip Composer are: give your track a title, description and picture (Edit [image: image6.png]


); choose a different template (Template [image: image7.png]


); choose a different symbol to animate along your track (Set Runner [image: image8.png]


). 

Click Save and Exit [image: image9.png]


 to return to the main program.

Saving and Sharing

Your trip is automatically saved on your computer. To do anything else with it, click Share Trip [image: image10.png]


. If your GPS set is plugged in, you can save the trip to your computer. It will save in a zipped file in a format which will play in Internet Explorer, so you can look at it on any computer, not just on one with the @Trip PC software. You can also upload it to the @Trip server. It is free to do this, but you have to register to create an account. It is very simple to upload your track, and you can log in anywhere to look at it. If you want other people to be able to see it, make sure the little box labelled Public is ticked when you upload it. [image: image11.png]¥ Public
